Diet is related to hair loss

TRUE: According to J. G. Mosley of the 
Leigh Infi rmary in Lancashire, England in an 
article in Science News (January 11, 1997) 
smokers are four times more likely to have 
gray hair than non-smokers. Even worse, 
smoking has been conclusively linked to 
accelerated hair loss. 

Dry hair is damaged by too-frequent 
washing 

FALSE: Hair is more likely to be damaged 
if it’s left too long between washes. Not 
washing can cause the scalp’s natural oil 
to be blocked, and unable to lubricate the 
hair shaft. As a result, hair can become dry 
and brittle. Things that damage hair include 
bleaching, coloring, styling and brushing 
when wet.
